*Medical Exam:

You will be informed by your program director when to begin your pre-clinical physical and TB clearance testing.  Do not send your medical records to the Division office. Please make every effort to find your childhood vaccination records now and have them available for your program director for the fall semester. It may take a while for you to obtain records if you do not have them available. Of special interest is the seasonal flu and H1N1 vaccines, MMR (Measles/Mumps/Rubella), DTap (Diphtheria/Tetanus/Pertussis), and Hepatitis vaccines and Varicella titers. If you wish, you should begin your Hepatitis vaccine series. 
Dates & Deadlines:

· Background/Drug Screen checks must be completed so the results can be delivered to the Division Dean before 8/06/10. For EMT Program students, this should be completed as early as possible after the semester begins.  See your syllabus for the deadline, which will probably be within the third week of the semester.
